OLD BUSINESS

Chairman Wilson provided an update on pending legislative bills, HB 1262 and SB 762, pertaining to statewide licensing. Chairman Wilson stated that the bill has passed the Senate unanimously and is now over in the House being heard today to move from the subcommittee to the floor hopefully by the end of the week. Chairman Wilson added that there were two amendments made to the bill that are being carried in both houses. One amendment pertains to the solar industry and supervision of photovoltaic installations and completing the final tie-in to the grid. The other amendment is to establish a new workgroup to consider legislation pertaining the low-voltage industry prior to December 1, 2024, the Legislature will consider legislation for low-voltage industry licensing. Chairman Wilson informed the Board that, if passed, the bills will take effect on July 1, 2021, there would be an 18-month grace period to December 31st 2022 to grandfather in licensed journeyman. 
Counsel informed the Board, per Director Bailey’s request, that the testing code cycles that the counties are using will be updated at the next meeting. Chairman Wilson responded to Mr. Brown’s question at the last meeting regarding enforcement that, after looking into the matter, he found that some counties that are enforcing the 2020 code edition but the enforcement side is basically at the local level right now so there is no consistency.
