Field trips to local shops and dealerships are part of the program.

3. Description of the training offered:

This hands-on, 168-hour program (about 7—8 months) prepares students for entry-level jobs in automotive
repair. Classes are held two evenings per week.

The training is divided into four stages:

Classroom Learning — Understanding automotive theory
Hands-On Practice — Working with auto-trainers

Real-World Exposure — Field trips to local garages and dealerships
Certification Exams — Taking ASE Entry-Level tests

The program focuses on four key areas of automotive technology:

Electrical Systems Diagnostics

Brake Systems

Steering and Suspension

Basic Engine Performance and Repair

4. Trainees have the opportunity to earn the following industry-recognized certifications:

ASE Entry-Level Certifications in:
A4: Suspension & Steering

A5: Brakes

A6: Electrical Systems

A8: Engine Performance

With six months of related work experience, students who earn a minimum of three entry-level certifications
may also qualify to test for the ASE Maintenance and Light Repair (G1) certification.

5. Am | eligible?

Applicants must be at least 16 years old. No prior automotive experience is required, making the program ideal for both
adult learners and high school-aged students. While not mandatory, an 8th-grade reading and math level is strongly
recommended to support success in the coursework.

To participate fully, students need reliable internet access and transportation to attend in-person classes. Although a
driver’s license is not required to enroll, it is highly encouraged for those seeking employment after completing the
program.

6. What is the application process?
To apply Online for the Automotive Technician Certificate Program at Carroll Community College:

1. Visit the Continuing Education Registration Portal and create a student account using your home address and a
regularly checked email.

2.1f you plan to apply for tuition assistance, do not register or pay until your funding is confirmed.

3.0nce your account is set up, search for the Automotive Technician Certificate courses and add them to your cart. You
must register for all required courses at the same time.

4. Provide the necessary information to complete the process and submit your registration.
5. You'll receive an email confirming your enroliment and a receipt for your transaction.

You may also call our Student Support Services at 410-386-8100 between Mon-Fri | 8:30am - 4:30pm or register in
person in room A115 during the same time frame.

7. How much can | expect to earn if | complete this program and obtain employment?

Entry-level automotive technicians typically earn $17-$27 per hour, depending on location, employer, and
experience. The national average of an auto-technician is $49,000/yr.

8. How much do | have to pay for this program?

The total cost is $2,965, but up to 100% may be covered by financial aid.
