OLD BUSINESS

CPC Requirements



 Ms. Trust informed the Board that the revised regulations regarding continuing education were published in the Maryland Register on Friday, September 15, 2017 and that comments on this issue will be accepted through Monday, October 16, 2017.  Ms. Trust also stated there will be a public hearing at 10 a.m. on November 9, 2017 at 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD and that final action will be taken during the Board meeting on December 14, 2017.  Any comments received will be discussed at the public hearing. Ms. Trust noted that the revised regulations can only go forward with non-substantive changes.   


Mr. Long informed the Board that Mr. Chris Costello, lobbyist for the Maryland Society of Professional Engineers came into the office to discuss continuing education issues with him. 


Mr. Rickert stated that every year there should be an article in the newsletter regarding CPC requirements.  The Maryland Society of Professional Engineers has offered space in their newsletter for the Board to publish articles regarding continuing education requirements.

Educational Requirements


Ms. Trust informed the Board that legislation regarding the educational requirements is moving forward and there is no further information at this time. 

Requirements Associated With Digital Signatures

 Ms. Trust informed the Board that the proposed Digital Signature Regulations will not be moving forward at this time. 
CPC COMMITTEE REPORT



Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Rickert, and unanimously

carried to approve the CPC provider applications of ASM International, Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc., and Redi Rock of Maryland, LLC.  The Committee asked that in the approval letter for ASM International it be noted that the courses given must meet the Boards requirements for professional engineering content.  

REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR



Mr. Long stated that Chairman Arndt asked for a report on CPC compliance.  Mr. Long reported that this year started with a 24% failure rate but the year to date has improved to a 16% average failure rate with a total of 564 licensees being audited this year. Mr. Long has requested pass/fail statistics for other states through Basecamp.  



Mr. Long reported that at the end of June 2017 there was a balance of $114k for the Design Boards and he had a conversation with the Commissioner regarding hiring a part-time investigator.  Mr. Long also mentioned that the PE exam will be held on October 27, 2017 and there are 345 exam takers.
